


C.A.L.M. Philippians 4:4-8

C- Celebrate Gods goodness (Philippians 4:4) This is the time to praise God to rejoice
in him, thank Him for His goodness

A- Ask God for help (Philippians 4:6) Asking God to help us understand what he's
teaching us, but also to transform our heart in truth in our daily life

L- Leave your concerns with God (Philippians 4:7) The challenge here is to leave our
worries in the hands of God and when they threaten to return learning how to fight
in our thought life

M — Meditate on good things (Philippians 4:8) The important bit here is replacing
anxious thoughts the truth of Gods word
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New Living Translation Philippians 4:5 says
“let everyone see that you are considerate in all you do”
« Its the translation of a word with a number of meanings:

“not being unduly rigorous, reasonableness, patience,
gentleness, considerate”
